Archaeology Month

The Western Maryland Chapter of the

Archeological Society of Maryland will
host “Uncovering Ethnicity: Archeology’s
Role in Tracing the Roots of Regional
Folk Culture,” a presentation by FSU
folklorist Kara Rogers Thomas at 7:30
p.m. Friday, April 27, at the LaVale
Public Library.

Early to mid-20th century scholarship
assumed a largely homogeneous Appala-
chian population. Recent archeological
and historical research suggests that the
eastern mountains of the 18th and 19th
centuries were much more ethnically
diverse than previously imagined.
Thomas will trace the ethnic roots of
Appalachia’s regional folk culture by
featuring elements of material culture
including house types, fence types,
pottery, fiber arts and musical instru-
ments.
