Students Explore Moral Controversy’

‘ The Department of History will host its Martha T. and Ralph M. Race Western History Lecture by Dr. Mark
Higbee on Friday, Feb. 27, at 7 p.m. in Dunkle 218. Higbee will describe why he believes the Reacting to the
Past pedagogy can largely fix the problem of disengaged students by creating a fun, participatory and
academically rigorous environment in which students can examine the moral controversies of the American
past.
