6. In 1938, after only six months of English lessons, she starred in her first American movie Algiers 

with Charles Boyer, followed by 27 films. 

7. In 1940 she devised “the hopping of frequencies” concept with George Antheil. Together they 

developed a secure torpedo guidance system patented and declared top secret in 1942. 

8. During War II, Hedy promoted the sale of 25 million dollars of war bonds. 

9. She was posthumously inducted into the National Inventors Hall of Fame in 2014. 

10. Today’s cellphone messages are private, and computers free from hackers because of her and
