Segregation (Noun) The act or process of segregating: the state of being segregated. The 

separation or isolation of a race, class, or ethnic group by enforced or voluntary residence in a 

restricted area, by barriers to social intercourse, by separate educational facilities, or by other 

discriminatory means.  

Bazaar (Noun) A market (as in the Middle East) consisting of rows of shops or stalls selling 

miscellaneous goods 

Shadow boxing (Verb) To box with an imaginary opponent especially as a form of training  

Humanitarian (Noun) A person promoting human welfare and social reform  

Legacy (Noun) Something transmitted by or received from an ancestor or predecessor or from
